The CBCS system provides an opportunity for the students to choose from the prescribed courses comprising 
core, elective/minor or skill based courses. The courses can be evaluated following the grading system, which 
is considered to be better than the conventional marks system. 
Programme Duration 

 The 3 year B.A./ B.Sc. (Honours/General) Programme are for a minimum duration of six (6) 
consecutive semesters [six (6) months each, i.e., three (3) years].  

 The odd semester (1
st

, 3
rd

 and 5
th

)will start ordinarily in the month of July and the even (2
nd

, 4
th

 and 
6

th
) semester in the month of January of every year. 

“A candidate in a regular course for three-year semester-wise degree course shall have to clear all the 
semesters in all respects within a span of five years from the year of admission to the particular course and 
combination.” 
Outline of CBCS system 

1. Core Course (CC):  
 A compulsory course which is studied by a candidate as a core requirement. 

2. Elective Course (DSE and GE) 
Advanced, specific, specialized and supportive to the discipline/subject of study with an extended 
scope. It enables an exposure to some other discipline/subject/domain. One must select subject 
combination as per university rule. In CBCS system, a student has to choose:  

  i) Discipline Specific Elective (DSE) Course: 
  ii) Generic Elective (GE) Course:elective course from an unrelated discipline/subject 
3. Ability Enhancement Courses (AEC): 

a) Ability Enhancement Compulsory Courses (AECC), mandatory for all disciplines

1. Department of History –: 
Departmental Excursion conducted on & from 11

th
 -15

th
 January 2018 : 

Department organized a Five-Day Excursion to Rajgir, Nalanda, Gaya & Budhdhagaya on & from 11
th

 to 15
th

 
January 2018 .Rajgir was the ancient capital city of the Magadha kings until the 5th century BC when Udayin(460-
440 BC), son of Ajatshatru, moved the capital to Pataliputra.

 
In those days, it was called Rajgriha, which translates 

as 'the home of Royalty'. Shishunaga founded Shishunaga dynasty in 413 BCE with Rajgir as its initial capital before 
it was moved to Pataliputra. Rajgir  was grown as the capital of Magadh .Eventually it is recognized as the first 
capital of an empire in the Indian subcontinent . Rajgir is  famous for its association with Haryanka 
dynasty Kings Bimbisara and Ajatashatru. Magadhan imperialism witnessed these legendary rulers. It was 
here Gautama Buddha spent several months meditating, and preaching at Gridhra-kuta, Lord Mahavira, 
24th Tirthankara spent fourteen years of his life at Rajgir and Nalanda, spending Chaturmas (i.e. 4 months of the 
rainy season) at a single place in Rajgir. Nalanda was a Mahavihara, a large Buddhist monastery, in the ancient 
kingdom of Magadha (modern-day Bihar) in India. The site was a centre of learning from the fifth century CE 
to c. 1200 CE.It is a UNESCO World Heritage Site.The highly formalized methods of Vedic learning helped inspire 
the establishment of large teaching institutions such as Taxila, Nalanda, and Vikramashila which are often 
characterised as India's early universities.Nalanda flourished under the patronage of the Gupta Empire in the 5th 
and 6th centuries and later under Harsha, the emperor of Kannauj.The liberal cultural traditions inherited from the 
Gupta age resulted in a period of growth and prosperity until the ninth century. The subsequent centuries were a 
time of gradual decline, a period during which the tantric developments of Buddhism became most pronounced in 
eastern India under the Pala Empire.At its peak, the school attracted scholars and students from near and far with 
some travelling from Tibet, China, Korea, and Central Asia  Archaeological evidence also notes contact with 
the Shailendra dynasty of Indonesia, one of whose kings built a monastery in the complex. Bodh Gaya is a religious 
site and place of pilgrimage associated with the Mahabodhi Temple Complex in Gaya district in 
the Indianstate of Bihar. It is famous as it is the place where Gautama Buddha is said to have 
obtained Enlightenment under what became known as the Bodhi Tree. For Buddhists, Bodh Gaya is the most 
important of the main four pilgrimage sites related to the life of Gautama Buddha,the other three 
being Kushinagar, Lumbini, and Sarnath. In 2002, Mahabodhi Temple, located in Bodh Gaya, became 
a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

Educational Tour to Murshidabad   : Date : 10th and 11th December, 2017 
Side by side the theoretical knowledge gained through books and lectures delivered by the teachers, Political 

Science department has always put emphasis on education beyond the four walls of classroom. This year(2017) we 

had organised an excursion to Murshidabad a well known place in the political history of India. It is here in the 

battle of Pallasy in 1757, India lost her independence with the defeat of Nawab Sirazuddulla by British East India 

Company. Two hundred years of British Raj started its journey from that very year.   We, the teachers (Three) of 

the department along with 25 students from all first, second and third year reached Murshidabad on 10/12/2017 

by Hazarduari Express at around 10:30 am. After having lunch in the hotel we visited all the important monuments 

like Kara Masjid, Kath bagan, residence of Jagat Seth, Mirzafar. A local resident explained the importance of these 

places to the students. In the evening we visited the beautiful garden cum park called Motijhil. Early morning on 
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11/12/2017 we went to the other side o river Ganga by Boat to visit the family of burial ground of Nawab 

Sirajuddulla. We also saw a very famous temple. After having our breakfast we visited the famous Hazarduari 

Monument. Exhibits displayed in the museum reflected the contemporary social, cultural and political life of the 

rulers. Student found it very interesting and asked several questions about the live of the rulers.After having lunch 

we started for the railway station and reached Kolkata by 9 pm. It was a wonderful experience for both the 

students and teachers.

5. Student Support and Progression 

5.1   Contribution of IQAC in enhancing awareness about Student Support Services  

1. Merit cum means scholarship is a regular practice for the welfare of the financially weaker section of 
the society and has been provided this year as well.  (See Annexure XII) 
2. The students’ gymnasium has been improved to cope with the body building and maintain a healthy 
physique. Students practice under professional trainer ( one for male and one for female) on all working 
days and supported by Yoga training. 
3. New books (166) have been purchased for updated reference resource to supplement students need. 
4. Computers have been procured in all departments to serve students in a befitting manner. 
5. Students’ academic progression and class attendance is adequately addressed in the Parent-teacher 
meeting held every year. Suggestions from the guardians are accepted with appreciation and redressed 
accordingly.  
6. During the current session, 406 students have been enrolled in the Computer General Awareness 
Course under Vidyasagar College Computer Centre. A total of 33 students completed ‘CCC’, ‘O’ and ‘A’ 
level courses from the computer centre.  
7. A cheap store beside the students’ common room with reprographic facility has been under use. 
Books are sold at 10% to 20% discount from the store. 

5.2   Efforts made by the institution for tracking the progression 

1. Slow learners are identified after assessment of each of the college and University examinations. Their 

shortcomings are addressed accordingly through remedial classes and personal nurturing. 

2. The evaluated answer scripts are handed over to the students to have a self check about the mistakes 

committed and they are taught to learn model answers through special grooming sessions, based on 

standardised evaluation system. 

3. The departments keep records about the success rate in the post graduate entrance test such as JEST, 

JAM (ITT entrance), TIFR and other universities like Jadavpur,  Shibpur , BHU, Pondicherry etc. 

4. Educational excursions are held for curriculum based knowledge boosting through remote survey 

related to geographical, zoological, botanical, historical and economic stand points. This helps improve 

teacher student relationship and track the students’ progression.  The expenses involved is subsidised 

partly by the college.   

5. Parents are made aware about the attendance and performance of their wards in college examinations 

and advised accordingly for further improvements through Parent-Teacher Meet. Parents cooperation is 

commendable. 

6. Third year students are encouraged to deliver departmental seminar lectures to inculcate self 

confidence in facing interview experts and improve speaking skill in addressing before learned audience. 

7. Departmental teachers take initiative as mentors to engage students in doing project work. 
8. Organising college level and state level seminars (8) to create great impact among the students in 

empowering them to flourish in the pursuit of research career during higher studies.  

9. Departmental teachers exercise their observations to track students’ progression and offer suggestions 
in the T.C. meetings and forward the relevant decisions to the College Governing Body. 
10. Students get stimulation from the departmental teachers to undertake research work in reputed 

institutions like IACS , IIT’s and abroad universities. 

11. Post graduate departments always take endeavours in framing syllabus in concordance with the 
national level and NET/SET oriented curriculum for improved performance in the research level and job 
market.

6. Governance, Leadership and Management 

6.1   State the Vision and Mission of the institution 

VISION: 
The genesis of Vidyasagar College is a momentous and happy event in the National history of India, as its 
parturition midwifed by none other than Pundit Ishwarchandra Vidyasagar – the torch bearer of Indian 
Renaissance, took place in 1872 in the form of the Metropolitan Institution. 
In this backdrop he set out to form a college that was run by the natives, with no help from the ruling British in 
shape or form. In fact this college is the first one in India under the British yoke to be run entirely indigenously – 
the first attempt to free ourselves, in thought and practice, the first cry of freedom. 
In accordance with the ideals set by Pundit Ishwar Chandra Vidyasagar and following the motto of knowledge, 
sacrifice and service the college aims to provide the best education possible to students coming from diverse 
backgrounds. As the founder sought to promote higher education as a part of his philanthropic social reform 
program, the college continues to make available special welfare and aid to backward and deprived sections of 
the society. It seeks to provide an environment of learning which is beyond the boundaries of caste, religion and 
gender. The students are exposed to diverse fields of knowledge and exposed to structured learning through the 
college curriculum. They are offered guidance and suggestions to help them solve problems and encouraged to 
acquire high academic standards. They are made aware of their moral responsibilities in a fast changing 
multicultural world, and strengthened to surmount the evils of irrationality and intolerance. 
MISSION: 
The foremost mission of Pundit Vidyasagar was to establish a completely national education institution in the 
growing metropolis of then Calcutta. It was Vidyasagar who was able to unite the western inquisitiveness and 
religious search for perfection in the realm of knowledge, with the tenderness and sympathetic warmth of the 
Indian heart. 
Situated in a place, well connected transport-wise, the college as a flourishing centre of learning draws in 
students from the suburbs and far flung districts of West Bengal. Keeping in mind the rich and varied past the 
college hopes to inculcate among students year after year values of generosity and warm fellow feeling and finally 
to create a programme of actual human resource development, deploying social justice and ensuring equity to 
foster competences amongst students. It has a mission to support, all its teaching-learning programmes by values 
of traditional, eternal and ethical thoughts. It caters its human and other resources to the backward and the 
underprivileged communities as well as advantaged regions. 
The mission is also communicated to the students through prospectus and the first day-lecture delivered by the 
Principal, Head of the Department and other teachers during the “routine dictation procedure’. 
Teachers, staff and other stakeholders are made aware regarding the mission through cultural programmes, 
college publications, prospectus, journals (Occasional volumes). The slogan of the 125th year celebration ‘To 
uphold the education of the nation’ highlighted its mission. 
It was the crystallization of the vision of a visionary who believed that the education in our dependent country 
ought to be directed for the benevolence of the common underprivileged people. 
It intends to provide a platform where during the most formative years of their lives students may learn to 
expound, argue and assess all social, economic, cultural and environmental issues before them. The college 
endeavours to produce skilled professionals who can engage in the task of improving the world around them 
socially and economically. 
The mission of the institution today is to enhance higher education, creating a dynamic environment through 
implementation of higher technology delivered educational opportunity in collaboration with private, public and 
semi-public organizations and to create a well-balanced programme of actual human resource development, 
deploying social justice and ensuring equal opportunities among students.

6.2  Does the Institution has a management Information System  

The college does not have a MIS. 

6.3   Quality improvement strategies adopted by the institution for each of the following: 

6.3.1   Curriculum Development  

In U.G. the college follows the curriculum provided by the affiliating University i.e., University of Calcutta. Hence, 

there is not much scope for curriculum development . Each department has its own academic calendar where 

division of syllabus among faculties have been clearly specified. Date of completion of various chapters by 

different faculty members have also been enlisted in the academic calendar for time bound completion of the 

university syllabus . Six faculties, Dr. Sanjoy Kumar Bhattacharyya (Chemistry), Dr. Sudipa Bandyopadhyay 

(Sanskrit), Dr. Alok Ghosh Chaudhuri (Physiology), Smt. Paramita Sikdar (Computer Science), Dr. Purba Konar 

(Mal) (Biochemistry) and Smt Anindita Ghosh (Geography) are members of Board of Studies of University of 

Calcutta . They have taken active participation in curriculum development in their own subjects through 

workshops arranged in collaboration with University of Calcutta for the introduxction of semesterwise CBCS 

system with effect from the session 2018-19. Moreover, faculties of different departments have participated in 

different workshops organized by the University for curriculum development. The picture is different in case of 

Post-Graduate studies. The eminent faculties of Zoology and Geography departments prepare their own 

curriculum in consultation with other members who come from different Universities and Research Institutes. 

Based on this, new outlook and recent advances in the respective fields are incorporated in the syllabus. 

Upgradation of B.A. and B.Sc. Honours and General courses has already been undertaken. Workshops have also 

been organised internally to make all the faculties in 21 subjects get acquainted with the CBCS formulation 

launched recently. 

 
6.3.2   Teaching and Learning  

1. IQAC recommends usage of modern ICT tools and techniques such as using projectors, PowerPoint 
presentations, models and online classes. 

2. There are well equipped laboratories in the institution. Any upgradation which requires substantial finance is 
referred to the Finance Committee and is subsequently approved by the G.B. within resource limit. 

3. Library is modernized with latest software. INFLIBNET facility is available in the college. 
4. Academic calendar is prepared every year keeping in mind the affiliating University Academic Calendar. 

Examination schedules are communicated in advance to the students in respect of Mid-term, College Test and 
final Part-I, Part-II & Part-III examinations. (See Annexure XVII ) 

5. Advancement of learning promoted through more use of e-books & e-journals. 
6. Special practical classes are conducted before the commencement of University examination to build up 

confidence among the students. 
7. Field work and excursion are the added programmes to augment the reach out classroom teaching. 

 
6.3.3     Examination and Evaluation  

The college strictly follows the academic calendar provided by the affiliating University. 
1. Mid-Term, Test Examinations tests are held for the students. Detailed examination schedule for theory and 

practical are duly notified in the college notice board. 
2. Faculties of different departments evaluate the performance of the students and submit the marks to the 

examination committee within a stipulated time period. 
3. The college has a process where the students are allowed to see their answer scripts and get the opportunity 

to rectify their mistakes. Students get all kind of co-operation from the faculties. 
4. The examination committee displays the result on the notice board of the college. 
5. The final exams are conducted under the control of the affiliating University. The faculties are appointed as 

Head Examiner, Examiner and Scrutineer under the supervision of Controller of Examination and to assist the 
publication of result within the time line. 
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6. Different departments of the college often conduct class tests for better performance of the students 
7. Practical examination practice sessions are conducted before final examination to alleviate mental stress and 

strength. The answer scripts are evaluated critically and shortcomings are addressed accordingly.  

6.3.4   Research and Development 

1. The IQAC encourages the faculties to apply for Major (2) and Minor (3) research projects. The research 
committee facilitates the Major and Minor research projects of the faculties and provides logistical and other 
supports as necessary. One new research project graded by WBDST for the  

2. Full autonomy is provided to the Principal Investigators in carrying out their research projects. 
3. A fully equipped library, laboratories, computer with internet facilities etc. are provided to the faculties to 

assist with their research work. Apart from paucity of space, creation of more research rooms is being 
explored for the aspirants.   

 
6.3.5   Library, ICT and physical infrastructure / instrumentation 

An effective library sub-committee monitors the overall development and smooth functioning of the library.  
1. The library is well-stocked with ample collection of reference books, journals, magazines, 

newspapers etc. Online journals and e-books are accessible for all users. 
2. These help the students and faculty members to keep themselves updated with the latest developments in 

the field of knowledge and education.  
3. There are six computers for ready use by the students. 
4. Educational DVDs and e-journals are also made available which are more than 100 in number.  
5. The library has subscription to INFLIBNET which enables the access to electronic resources.  
6. Periodicals and books are also available through which students can prepare for competitive examinations.  
7. There is a well-maintained storage of Questions banks and syllabi of subjects taught in the college.  
8. There exits access to Central library at 2

nd
 campus and Post Graduate Library at 3

rd
 campus of the 

college including texts, references and journals (n-list and e-types).  
9. The Central Library also possesses some rare and unavailable precious collections of Bengali and English 

Literatures along with an original manuscripts (more than 80 years old - hand written document).  
10. Apart from that each undergraduate department has an enriched Seminar Library through which a student 

can access some referrals. Teachers occasionally donate books for inquisitive students.  
11. Students may post their suggestions in the library blog. They may also meet the librarian for their suggestions 

and grievances.  
12. A suggestion box has been placed at the Library entrance where students and teachers can drop their written 

views and this is analyzed by the library committee for necessary actions in the concerned matter.

6.3.6     Human Resource Management 

The recruitment of the faculties for the sanctioned posts are controlled by the State Govt. However, the college 
recruits guest faculties and temporary faculties to address the requirement of additional faculties as and when 
required. As the college has proliferated over the years there has been a dearth of Non-teaching staff. 
Recruitment has been done as per requirement on casual basis. Endeavors are taken to enhance human resource 
pattern both in the UG and PG levels. Now the existing number of substantive teachers is 66 out of 75 sanctioned 
posts amounting to 88% filled up posts.  
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6.3.7   Faculty and Staff recruitment 

At present four categories of faculties are working in the college. 
1. Full time faculties – The college sends requisition to the college service commission for vacant substantive 

posts and the permanent faculties are appointed on the basis of the recommendation of the west Bengal 
College Service Commission.  

2. Guest faculties – They are recruited by the college as per rules laid down by the Higher Education 
Department, Government of West Bengal. There are 54 guest teachers.  

3. Both Govt. aided Contractual faculties and college funded contractual faculties are appointed by the college. 
For the first category, Govt provides the salary while college finances the remuneration for the second 
category of faculty. These are PTT and CWTT categories 

4. Non-teaching staff are appointed as per the regulation framed by the State Government.  
 

6.3.8 Industry Interaction / Collaboration 

 Department of Zoology has research collaboration (National level) with Professor Samiran Chakraborty, former 
Professor of University of Kalyani. 

 
6.3.9    Admission of Students  

1.  Online admission procedure is followed in the college.  
2. Eligibility criteria of the University and reservation policy of the Govt. and University are strictly followed.  
3. Admission Notice with criteria of admission is available in the Website as well as in the Prospectus of the 
college.  
4. List of total seats for each category as well as for every subject is displayed. The seats are filled in accordance 
with the number of seats sanctioned by the University in different subjects. 
5. Reservation for sports personnel of repute are also taken into consideration as per University guideline.  
6. Fee structure is also available in the websit  e for each and every subject combination.  
7. The final merit list which is generated by automated computerized system is published and displayed in the 
Website for the applicants.  
8. There is scope of rectification if any kind of error found in the merit list.  
9. Students are invited to appear in the counselling session conducted by the respective Departments.  
10. Counselling process continues (three to four times) until the total number of seats are filled up.

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6.14    Initiatives taken by the institution to make the campus eco-friendly 

1.  Energy conservation -The institute takes care to see that no electrical equipment runs unnecessarily. It is seen 
that most of the times lights are not turned on unnecessarily when there is sufficient natural day light. Energy  
conservation is ascertained by the following manner: 

● It is ensured that the fans are switched off when the rooms are vacant. 
● Printers are turned off at the end of the day 
● “Sleep” mode on computers and monitors is highly used as and when applicable. 
● Use of CFL lamps instead of electric bulbs and tube lights.  
● Now LED bulbs are more in use. 
● Use of star rated branded electrical appliances effectively minimize energy consumption.  

2. Use of renewable energy - Education and awareness on using renewable sources is the prime area of focus. 
Teachers often suggest the students to use solar energy whenever available to minimize electrical energy 
consumption through use of electronic gadgets. 

3. Water harvesting –  Roof rain water harvesting programme has already been set up at Bidhan Sarani campus (II) 
and Salt Lake Campus(III) with 1000 litre capacity each along with ground water recharging with the pit of 2 ft x 2 
ft x 8 ft measurement. 

4. Roof top 10 kw solar energy panels in the second campus is used and maintained for saving huge energy 
consumption. 

5. Plantation - Greenery is maintained through potted plants in the corridors and the college premises. Limited 
space is well utilized. The college maintains a garden of medicinal plants. In the 3rd campus lots of greenery have 
already been developed.

MENTAL HEALTH SCREENING PROGRAMME : 

The counselling cell, an initiative of the department of Physiology, Vidyasagar College is actively working for the 
welfare of students of the college since 2013.
